Year 4 Segedunum Trip  
 

In order to enhance our topic of ‘The Romans’, an exciting trip to Segedunum Roman Fort has 
been planned for our Year 4 on Thursday 2nd April 2026.  We will be leaving school just after 
9am and returning for normal end-of-day arrangements. 
 
Segedunum is the most excavated fort along Hadrian’s Wall and offers children an insight into 
what life was like for soldiers there.  During the day, children will take part in an exciting 
workshop where they pretend to be new recruits in the Roman Army arriving at Segedunum Fort 
for their training. They will learn to march and drill for battle, attend a 'kit training' session and 
learn how to fight.  After lunch, children will get to explore the fort and visit the museum. 
 
School can provide a packed lunch for all children attending. Please note, if you currently pay for 
your child’s school meals, the charge will be added to your Arbor account in the usual way.
